Approximately twelve 3rd year veterinary students are on the rotation as well as 3-6 veterinary technology students at any one time. The inpatient and outpatient cases provide interaction with the students and one-on-one teaching opportunities. 
I see all of the dental cases, routine and referral. This provides a platform for clinical teaching. (250-300 dental cases per year including first opinion and referral cases)
Laboratory instruction: As a part of CVS, I teach an extraction lab every 6 weeks to the students on the rotation. (3hr)

DIS/ACR students. Each year, I have several students that elect to take a Directed Individual Study or an Advanced Clinical Rotation in either Dentistry or CVS. These 4th year students function as doctors under my direct supervision.
